
 

SIX STEPS TO APPLY & REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

Step 1
You have to apply at your home university which has to 
nominate you as an exchange student at our university.

Step 2
The International Offi ce of DHBW will contact you and send 
you an application form as well as further information about 
your studies at our university. In case you need a visa, you 
should ask for an appointment at the German Embassy in 
your country early in advance.

Step 3
Consult your academic advisor and select the relevant 
subjects for your semester abroad at DHBW Karlsruhe.

Step 4
Complete the application form.

Step 5
Complete and submit all required documents including 
the application form to the International Offi ce of DHBW 
Karlsruhe.

Step 6
DHBW Karlsruhe will check your application and confi rm your 
selection or clarify questions.

Things to see and places to go

Karlsruhe is perfectly located in the heart of Europe, with 
Switzerland, Luxembourg, the Alps, Paris, Strasbourg and 
Munich just three hours away. Frankfurt Airport is only an hour 
by Intercity Express train and the Karlsruhe/Baden Airport has 
many flight options to Spain and Portugal, i.e. Ryanair flights 
to Barcelona or Porto.
Closer destinations include Heidelberg, with its romantic 
castle; Baden-Baden, home to Europa Park, one of Europe’s 
largest theme parks and Freiburg, the gateway to the scenic 
Black Forest. Stuttgart offers attractions like the Mercedes-
Benz Museum as well as the Porsche Museum and ”Cannstatter 
Wasen” which is the “Oktoberfest” of Baden-Wuerttemberg.

The highlights in Karlsruhe include the Karlsruhe Palace 
with its gardens, the ZKM Center for Art and Media and the 
Europabad water park. The city also boasts lively nightlife 
and scenic green spaces, making it a vibrant destination for 
all tastes.

OPPORTUNITIES AT DHBW KARLSRUHE

DHBW was founded in 2009 and combines on-the-job-
training and academic studies and, therefore, achieves a close 
integration of theory and practice, both being components of 
cooperative education. The full time students switch regularly 
from their academic studies at the university to practical 
training in one of the partner companies of DHBW Karlsruhe.

Based on the US State University System - now with about 
36,000 undergraduate students and more than 8,000 partner 
companies such as Mercedes Benz, Bosch and Siemens 
- the DHBW is with nine locations the biggest university in 
the Federal State of Baden-Wuerttemberg – one of them in 
beautiful Karlsruhe.

Internships
International students might be able to do an internship but 
an internship at a German company cannot be guaranteed. 
Placements are largely dependent on the applicant’s ability 
to speak German and the economic situation in Germany. 
Students have to find the internship on their own. They 
should start applying at the very beginning of their stay in 
Germany. DHBW provides an internship platform: https://

Accommodation
The International Office assists international students in 
finding suitable accommodation. Applicants are advised to 
contact the International Office early in advance. Rooms in a 
hall of residence cost between 250 and 400 euros and private 
accommodation at least 400 euros per month. Dormitory 
rooms are in shared apartments, so students have to share 
bathroom and kitchen. Men and women mixed (!).

Other costs
DHBW has no tuition fees. Exchange students only have to 
pay around 110 euros per semester as an administrative fee 
which allows them to use the subsidized facilities (sports, 
cafeteria etc.). Students should expect living expenses in 
Germany between 800 and 900 euros per month including 
accommodation and health insurance. Exchange students 
can buy the „Deutschland-Ticket” for only 58 euros per 
month which is valid throughout Germany on all local public 
transport. 

Health insurance
Every student must have health insurance that meets 
German health insurance standards. An appropriate health 
insurance is a requirement of enrollment at DHBW Karlsruhe.
